2. The aforesaid right of occupation and duly signed contract agreement shall cover a period of 12 months and renewable for a further period of 12 months up to a maximum of 3 years.

3. The tendered sum of the aforesaid right of occupation shall be payable in advance. Such payment shall be made at the cash office of the Council, Town Hall, Saint Paul Road, Vacoas.

4. Upon failure to pay of the right of occupation, Council may rescind the contract by notice in writing and without prejudice to another action, which the Council may lawfully be entitled to take against the Occupier. The Occupier shall forthwith vacate the furnished commercial unit and remove all articles there from; he/she shall not be entitled to the payment of any indemnity, compensation or damages.

5. The Occupier shall not be entitled to sell, transfer, cede, let or otherwise dispose of the aforesaid right of occupation. The Council may, however, in the exercise of its absolute discretion authorize a transfer of the aforesaid right of occupation whenever it is satisfied of the Occupier’s inability, physical or mental, to continue his trade. Such transfer shall be subject to all the terms and conditions of the Contract.

6. The Occupier’s death shall put an end to the Contract.

7. The Council reserves to itself the right to carry out any structural change including the opening of new doors or the closure of existing ones or to alter the general layout of the market without the occupier being entitled to any compensation for loss of trade or otherwise. In case of demolition and reconstruction of the outer walls of the premises, Council also reserves the right to reduce the space by commercial units if it is necessary.

8. The Occupier shall seek Council’s authorization in writing before carrying out any change in the commercial unit, including the opening of new doors or the closure of existing ones or to alter the general layout. Such change shall be carried out at his own cost.

9. The Occupier shall restore the furnished commercial unit to its original state before or at the end of the lease at his own costs.

10. The Occupier shall submit a bank guarantee representing the costs to restore the commercial unit to its original state.

11. The Occupier shall not carry out the trade until and unless he has paid the yearly trade fee or in the event the trade is exempted from payment of such fees a valid exemption certificate issued by the Corporate and Business Registration Department is produced.

12. The Council reserves the rights to cause any commercial unit to be so altered, repaired or reconstructed as it may deem advisable without payment of any compensation to the occupier thereof.  Such right will be extended to any alteration, repair or reconstruction of the interior installation of any commercial unit should the Council consider it advisable.  In the latter case the Council will place at the disposal of the Occupier such other commercial unit as may be advisable in order to enable him/her to continue his trade.  

The Occupier shall have no claim to any indemnity, compensation or damages as e result of such alteration, repair or reconstruction.

13. Should the Occupier be found guilty by a Court of Law of an offence under The Legal Metrology Act, the Council shall rescind the contract by notice in writing and without any judicial or extra judicial process.  The Occupier shall forthwith vacate the commercial unit and remove all articles there from; he/she shall not be entitled to the payment of any indemnity, compensation or damages.

14. Should the Council decide at any time to pull down and reconstruct the premises or to make any alterations whatsoever to it, including the opening of new doors, closure of existing ones, alterations of the general layout of the premises the Council shall be entitled to put an end to the contract by giving six months advance notice to the Occupier of its intention to do so and the Occupier shall thereupon vacate the commercial unit at the appointed date; the Occupier shall not be entitled to the payment of any indemnity, compensation or damages.

15. The Occupier shall abide by, obey and or subject to all Council Regulations which are now or shall hereafter be performed or passed and nothing therein contained shall be held to effect, qualify or limit the full effect of the said regulations.

16. The Occupier shall be responsible for the good maintenance of the commercial unit allocated to him/her.  He/she shall make good at his own costs all damages caused to his commercial unit in the exercise of his trade.  
17. If the Occupier makes use of electricity for his trade, he/she shall make his own arrangements for electric supply at his own costs, including the payment of the charges for the electric consumption, with the approval of Council.

18. If the Occupier uses water for his trade, he/she shall make his own arrangements for the water supply at his own costs, including the payment of the charges for the water consumption, with the approval of Council.

19. If the Occupier makes use of telephone and/or fax for his trade, he/she shall make his own arrangements for the telephone line at his own costs, including the payment of the charges for the calls and the rentals, with the approval of Council.

20. The Occupier shall take appropriate insurances to cover all the liabilities of his/her occupation of the premises and the operation of his/her trade.

21. No renewal of the contract agreement for the commercial unit being occupied shall be considered unless he/she has settled any sum outstanding to the Council in respect of any dues, fees or other charges.

22. The prospective Occupier shall submit a tender deposit, the quantum of which is specified in the tender document, either in the form of an original bank guarantee or an original office cheque.  The said sum will be refunded after the award of the tender and the signing of the contract document.  The bidder whose offer is accepted and is issued a letter of award and fails to pay the agreed sum and sign the contract of occupation will have the deposit tendered forfeited and the offer withdrawn forthwith.
23. A Bid/Tender Deposit of the value of Rs 5,000/- in the form of a bank cheque or an original bank guarantee from a local commercial bank should be submitted together with the Bid –the validity to be 120 days.

INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

(a) “The bidder should provide accurate information on any conviction by any Court of Law for fraudulent or corrupt or collusive or coercive practice as hereunder:-

(i) whether the bidder be it  a person or a company has been convicted of any offence;
     (ii) 
whether the person managing/representing the company making the bid has been convicted;   

or

      (iii) 

whether any other company managed/represented by that person has been convicted.



Any such conviction against the bidding company or person managing/representing the bidding company or any other company managed by that person managing/representing the bidding company may result in the rejection of the bid. Non-disclosure of such information may also result in the rejection of the bid.”

(b)
The Council may terminate the Contract, by giving not less than seven (7) days’ written notice of termination to the Contractor after the occurrence of any of the events specified in sections (i) and (ii) hereunder:

(i)
if the Occupier, in the judgement of the Council has engaged in any corrupt or fraudulent or collusive or coercive practice in competing for or in executing the Contract; and

(ii)
if the Council becomes aware during the execution of the contract that the occupier did not disclose that he or his Successors were under a declaration of ineligibility for corrupt or fraudulent or collusive or coercive practice issued by any international funding agency.

For the purpose of this clause:


“corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of anything of value to influence the action of a public official in the selection process or in contract execution;

“fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a selection process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of the purchaser/employer, and includes collusive practice among consultants (prior to or after submission of proposals) designed to establish bid prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the purchaser / employer of the benefits of free and open competition;

“collusive practice” means a scheme or arrangement between two or more bidders designed to influence the action of any party in the procurement process or affect the execution of the contract; and

“coercive practice” means harming or threatening to harm directly or indirectly, persons or their relatives or their property to influence their participation in the procurement process, or affect the execution of the contract.

(c ) Inaccurate, inadequate and incomplete filling of any information on the bid document same will be set aside.
